The Motor Bike Expo team is already heading at full-speed, tucked behind the fairing with the rev counter well into the red zone, towards MBE 2019, the weekend fixed in every motorcyclist’s calendar for 17/20 January, 2019.
The event, now the prime reference for lovers of everything on two-wheels who arrive from around the world, confirms once again that it will run for 4 days. Behind this “perfect weekend”in Verona  – confirmed once again to be 4 days – lies an organization machine that never stops, continually promoting the event around the globe, year after year introducing ever more exciting offerings. 
And, if it is true that the success of an event is measured by the level of the guests that is welcomes, Motor Bike Expo has always given the public the best of the worlds of Custom Bike Building and entertainment.
Evidently, however, there is never an end to “the best”. After hosting high-caliber personalities such as Jesse James, the Ness family, and the Teutul’s from Orange County Choppers, MBE 2019 will host a living legend of the hand-crafted two-wheel world: the “master”, Shinya Kimura.
In order to obtain such a guest, the organization staff, headed by Paola Somma, had to travel all the way to Azusa, a small town on the eastern outskirts of Los Angeles, in order to meet him at the Chabott Engineering headquarters, his small workshop where, among thousands of replacement parts for vintage motorcycles and a couple of workbenches, he works in his “orderly disorder” as well as receives almost daily visits from fans from around the world. For these admirers, Kimura gives a reserved smile, a few words, and an Oriental grace that is also transfused into his work.
Kimura’s motorcycles are sculptures made from hand-beaten sheet metal; accessories made from precious metals and recycled material; solely pre-1980s motors – all of these elements fuse and flow together harmoniously.
After opening his first workshop in the early nineties (La Chabo, in 1992), Shinya Kimura was met with great success with his brand Zero Engineering, a garage characterized by turning out minimalist and vintage motorcycles, typically incorporating old-production Harley-Davidson motors in rigid frames, springer forks, and spoked rims.
In short, the style that Kimura produced became a stylistic vein followed by many, with Zero Engineering becoming a commercial brand with offices in Japan and the USA. Shinya has now returned to following his dream of doing exactly what he likes most: exclusively making the motorcycles that he “feels inside”.

From 2006, under the name of “Chabott Engineering” (www.chabottengineering.com), he has worked endlessly repeating the mantra that preaches the return to origins, exploring and elevating the creative value of elements such as metal and rust.
Shinya Kimura’s presence at Motor Bike Expo is not just a simple visit, but will see him play a key role in the show. With attentive eyes, he will scrutinize over 2.000 motorcycles on display in order to find which one will be crowned “The most beautiful in Verona”. In fact, Kimura will work alongside four other international judges in order to select the TOP 10 before awarding the coveted title. The contest that is creating a buzz with customizers all over the world is to take place on Friday, January 18, at 12 o’clock.
In short, there are not many opportunities for true motorcycle enthusiasts to meet someone as unique and special as Shinya Kimura, but one such opportunity is coming soon: Motor Bike Expo,  from January 17 to 20, 2019 – once again an unmissable occasion.
